necessary and possible. Society, he argued, was
like an organism governed by natural laws; and a
*healthy’ society was one which 1s well-organized.
Proper recognition ofthis fact would make possible
the reconstruction of society on  sound
foundations — utopia would become constructible
through the application of science to society.

Future society would be industrial society, in
which “general directors” would ensure that useful
work was unhindered and government would there-
fore administer things, not people. Politics would
become the ‘science of production” — the lmk to
nineteenth-century socialist thought is here guite
evident. ‘Industry” embraced all kinds of productive
activity, and so “industrial society” is one of produc-
tive activity in general, not a vision of a technolog-
ical or manufactunng future. Accordingly, society is
primarily amanged into *industrious” and “idle’ clas-
ses. The future society was not to be a classless one:
differences between groups would continue to exist,
but would not be a source of social antagonism.

In later life the teachings of Saint-Simon
assumed an ever more spintual cast, a development
that was promoted after his death by the group of
followers that he had pathered. In the early 1830s
the sect had a large number of influential adherents,
although a formal organization in the shape of a
*Church’ soon collapsed. Napoleon 11 was an open
admirer of Saint-Simon’s ideas, and the creation of
the Credit Mobilier mvestment bank, a model com-
mercial bank involved in economic and financial
developments, owed much to Saint-Simon’s 1deas.

With the growing number of impact evaluations worldwide, the guestion of how to apply this
evidence in policy making processes has arguably become the main challenge for evidence-
based policy making. How can policy makers predict whether a policy will have the same im-
pact in their context as it did elsewhere, and how should this influence the policy's design and
implementations This paper suggests that failures of external validity (both in transporting
and scaling up policy) can be understood as arising from an interaction between a policy's
theory of change and a dimension of the context in which it is being implemented. The paper
surveys existing approaches to analyzing external validity, and suggests that there has been
more focus on the generalizability of impact evaluation results than on the applicability of
evidence to specific contexts. To help fill this gap, the study develops a method of “mechanism
mapping” that maps a policy's theory of change against salient contextual assumptions fo
identify external validity problems and suggest appropriate policy adaptations. In deciding
whether and how to adapt a policy, there is a fundamental informational trade-off between
the strength of evidence on the policy from other contexts and the policy maker’s informa-
tion about the local context.
