Background: Comparing the composition of microbial communities among groups
of interest (e.g, patients vs healthy individuals) is a central aspect in microbiome
research. It typically involves sequencing, data processing, statistical analysis and
graphical display. Such an analysis is normally obtained by using a set of different
applications that require specific expertise for installation, data processing and in some
cases, programming skills.

Results: Here, we present SHAMAN, an interactive web application we developed in
order to facilitate the use of (i) a bisinformatic workflow for metataxonomic analysis, (i)
a reliable statistical modelling and (i) to provide the largest panel of interactive
visualizations among the applications that are currently available. SHAMAN is
specifically designed for non-expert users. A strong benefit is to use an integrated
version of the different analytic steps underlying a proper metagenomic analysis. The
application is freely accessible at http//shaman.pasteur fr/, and may also work as a
standalone application with a Docker container (aghozlane/shaman), conda and R.The
source code is written in R and is available at httpsy/github.com/aghozlane/shaman.

Overview

The history of aboriginal peoples’ status in international law in the period before
World War II runs in parallel to the municipal histories that have been the focus of this
book. These legal histories—the international one and those of the several common
law jurisdictions—shared themes particularly once all systems moved into a formalist
conception of law and (settler-) state sovereignty at the end of the nineteenth century.
After the war that parallelism transformed into an increasingly symbiotic engagement
as international law took a more active interest in states’ treatment of their population,
the aboriginal included.

Our understanding of staphylococcal pathogenesis depends on reliable genetic tools for gene expression
analysis and tracing of bacteria. Here, we have developed and evaluated a series of novel versatile Escherichia
coli-staphylococcal shuttle vectors based on PCR-generated interchangeable cassettes. Advantages of our
module system include the use of (i) staphylococcal low-copy-number, high-copy-number, thermosensitive and
theta replicons and selectable markers (choice of erythromycin, tetracycline, chloramphenicol, kanamyecin, or
spectinomycin); (ii) an FE. coli replicon and selectable marker (ampicillin}; and (iii) a staphylococcal phage
fragment that allows high-frequency transduction and an SaPl fragment that allows site-specific integration
into the Staphylococcus aureus chromosome.
