Modern society is challenged by a loss of efficiency in national governance systems values, and lifestyles. Corporate social responsibility (CSR) discourse
builds upon a conception of organizational legitimacy that does not appropriately reflect these changes.

In September 2016, then-candidate Donald J. Trump assured the
American public that he would release his tax returns as soon as the IRS
finished a “routine audit™ of his taxes, a claim the White House Press
Secretary repeated in July 2020, Meanwhile, the President litigated two
cases before the Supreme Court last Term seeking to prevent various
parties from accessing his tax returns.? In one of the cases, President
Trump challenged a grand jurv subpoena served by the New York
District Attorney on his accountants,® arguing that the President had
absolute immunity from state criminal process.* Last Term, in Trump v.
Vance,® the Supreme Court held that the President does not enjov abso-
lute immunity from state criminal subpoenas, nor is he entitled to a
heightened standard of need® Though the Court’s conclusion was
soundly grounded in precedent, its appeal to originalism to give addi-
tional authority to its holding codified an oversimplified version of the
history of the Framers into separation of powers doctrine.

In 2019, Cyvrus R. Vance, Jr., the District Attorney for the County of
New York, began investigating pozzsible fraud by President Trump and
hiz company.”
